What are the problems associated with adapting training methods to the EQF and NQF in agriculture?

It's very difficult to prepare students and workers to job in the all European countries. One of the way to do it is improve teaching and training methods. We try to answer for the question and in our opinion  the best solution is ask the teachers and trainers about his work.

It was the reason why we decided to make the questionnaire. 

The questionnaire for the teachers who teach in farming/agricultural classes is one of the activities in Leonardo Partnership Project  "European Passport in Agriculture" 2012-2014 (Poland,Norway, Germany, Netherlands, Italy, Bulgaria).

The questionnaire was prepared  and made on-line and  30 teachers of the all of partners' countries took part in it.

The questionnaire consists of 10 questions. In the questions 1-9 the respondents choose how much they agree with the sentence (since 1- small to 5 very much).

The analysis  of the answers show that:

1. The teachers haven't had enough knowledge about situation on labour market in agriculture in EU (question 2). The middle result is 2,7 points. 

2. It's a little better with knowledge about the situation in agriculture on national level. The middle result is 3,4 points.(question1)

3. The most helpful in teaching is for the teachers meetings with farmers and employers. The middle result is 4,26. (question 5).

4. The teachers observe that the visits in farms and contact with world work help the students in learning too. The middle result is 4,23 ((question 3).

5. It is very important for the teachers exchange the experiences, knowledge with others teachers. The middle result is 4,2 points (question 6).

6. The using new technology (middle result 4), participation in the workshops and courses (middle result 3,97), visits on agricultural exhibitions  (middle result 3,93) are helpful in teaching too. (questions 4,7,8).

7. The most of the teachers don't need so much language skills (although the middle result is 3,7), because 10 persons answered that they know enough language ( give 5 points), but 6 persons answered that they need more the kind of skills (give 1-3 points). The result of the questions can be not  so reliable, because the questionnaire was in English language. Only few persons asked language teachers about help in translation. 

The additional opinions in the questionnaire for the teachers (question 10):

· An experience in the unexpected stimulates creative thinking. 

· time to develop new content for lessons/courses

· More good teaching materials

· We need of more teaching materials, practical lessons and opportunity to do a lot of activities in real situations. Learning by doing is the most important activities!

· To encourage the youth of school-leaving classes to using in future with centres of European  Union.

· students' motivation is not good enough, they rarely travel abroad and meet foreigners so they see no point in learning foreign languages. In farmers' classes they do not have any extra hours for vocational foreign language as, for instance,  in mechanics classes so more lessons would be very useful.

· Exchange views with teachers. Participation in courses and training.

· Eye-to-eye contact between students and business partners. A better possibility for work in the farms, milk and meat factories, the better professionals.

· I  think I need more information about the world of work and exchange  teaching techniques and ideas with other teachers.

· freedom and less bureaucracy

· More resources to distribute among students and the ones which correspond to current situation in agriculture 

· more time for preparation of lessons
· To improve my teaching I would like to have more insight/information about how people in Europe and world wide deal with animals. 
· I know far too few about "what" and "how" beyond the Dutch borders.
